Emma and Connor looked after them really well and s poilt them with all the 
treats they were given. They obviously had a good t ime because they laid 34 
eggs over their holiday break. A huge thank you to all of Emma & Connor’s 
family for taking such care of them.

Healthy Eating

A number of our Year 6 children have successfully c ompleted their cycling 
proficiency and as a result have been able to start  cycling to school 
once they’ve got their parent’s permission. At the moment our new cycling 
shed is full and I’m really pleased that this is no t only healthy 
exercise for the children but also plays a small pa rt in cutting down the 
traffic congestion outside school.
