Homework:

My child would like more homework.

¢ [ would like more homework.

e Numeracy homework looks the same [in year 2] as year 17 [Is it] possible to have it twice per week?

¢ The homework needs to be more difficult!

e Too little homework is given. I am only informed of my child’s progress at Parents’ Evening. |
have no information about clubs — lots of extra afterschool activities at the infants school. (NB a note
has been made that this parent has not received the Y3 Information Booklet).

¢ Homework is a bit pointless as it’s too easy (Year 3)

e [ think the system of homework online is excellent. Please could it be more challenging! Please
could we also have literacy/handwriting/spelling [homework or] research at home for school topics
i.e. New York.

e Homework is useful but there is not enough of it — only maths seems to be covered. Needs:
Handwriting, Spelling, repetition of spellings would help with handwriting, Homework like
researching a school topic and preparing for a lesson etc.
