TEACH COMPUTING 
	Online Safety: 
Self-Image and Identity 

Pupils will know how their online identity can be different to their offline identity.  Pupils will know that others online can pretend to be someone else, including my friends, and can suggest reasons why they might do this.  



	Online Safety: 
Online Relationships Online Reputation
 Pupils will give examples of how to be respectful to others online and describe how to recognise healthy and unhealthy online behaviours.  They will explain how content shared online may feel unimportant to one person but may be important to other people’s thoughts feelings and beliefs.  

Pupils will describe how to find out information about others by searching online and will explain ways that some of the information about anyone online could have been created, copied or shared by others.

 

 
 


	Online Safety: 
Online Bullying

Pupils will recognise when someone is upset, hurt or angry online.  
 
They will describe ways people can be bullied through a range of media and will explain why people need to think carefully about how content they post might affect others, their feelings and how it may affect how others feel about them (their reputation).  



	Online Safety: 
Managing Online Information
Pupils will analyse information to make a judgement about probable accuracy and understand why it is important to make their own decisions regarding content and that their decisions are respected by others. They will describe how to search for information within a wide group of technologies and make a judgement about the probable accuracy (e.g. social media, image sites, video sites).  

Pupils will describe some of the methods used to encourage people to buy things online and will recognise some of these when they appear online. They will explain that technology can be designed to act like or impersonate living things (e.g. bots) and describe what the benefits and the risks might be.  
 
Pupils will explain what is meant by fake news 


	Online Safety: 
Health, Well-being and Lifestyle

Pupils will explain how using technology can be a distraction from other things, in both a positive and negative way. 
 
Pupils will identify times or situations when someone may need to limit the amount of time they use technology e.g. I can suggest strategies to help with limiting this time.  

	Online Safety: 
Privacy & Security 
Copyright & Ownership

Pupils will describe strategies for keeping personal information private, depending on context. They will explain that internet use is never fully private and is monitored. They will describe how some online services may seek consent to store information about them. 
 
Pupils will know what the digital age of consent is and the impact this has on online services asking for consent.

Pupils will capture and edit audio to produce a podcast, ensuring that copyright is considered.

Pupils will learn and use the French for ‘I am, I have and I live, name the six periods of ancient Britain introduced in chronological order, be able to say the three types of people who live in Ancient Britain, tell somebody in French the three key hunting tools used, name the three types of dwelling used. 
	Presenting Myself (I)

Pupils will be able to count to 20, say their name and age, say hello and goodbye and then ask and answer about how they are feeling, say where they live, say if they are French or English. 
	Classroom (I)

Pupils will recognise and repeat simple classroom objects, using the correct gender, say what they have and do not have in the classroom, recognise and respond to classroom commands and praise. 
	My Home (I)

Pupils will be able to say whether they live in a house or apartment and say where it is, repeat, recognise and attempt to spell up to ten nouns including the correct article for the rooms of the house, tell somebody what rooms they have or do not have in their home, ask somebody else what rooms they have or do not have in their home, attempt to create a longer spoken/written passage recycling previously learned language and including personal details.

JUDAISM 

Who is Jewish and what do they believe?

Pupils will be able to talk about how the mezuzah in the home reminds Jewish people about God and about how Shabbat is a special day of the week for Jewish people, and give some examples of what they might do to celebrate Shabbat. They will be able to re-tell a story that shows what Jewish people at the festivals of Sukkot, Chanukah or Pesach might think about God, suggesting what it means. They will ask some questions about believing in God and offer some ideas of their own.

Why is Jesus inspiring to some people today?

Pupils will be able to make connections between some of Jesus’ teachings and the way Christians live today, along with describing how Christians celebrate Holy Week and Easter Sunday. They will Identify the most important parts of Easter for Christians and say why they are important and give simple definitions of some key Christian terms (e.g. gospel, incarnation, salvation) and illustrate them with events from Holy Week and Easter.

Why do some people think that life is a journey and what significant experiences mark this?

Pupils will suggest why some people see life as a journey and identify some of the key milestones on this journey. They will describe what happens in Christian, Jewish, and/or Hindu ceremonies of commitment and say what these rituals mean and suggest reasons why marking the milestones of life are important to Christians, Hindus and/or Jewish people. Pupils will link up some questions and answers about how believers show commitment with their own ideas about community, belonging and belief.

Why are festivals important to religious communities?

Pupils will make connections between stories, symbols and beliefs with what happens in at least two festivals and ask questions and give ideas about what matters most to believers in festivals (e.g. Easter, Eid). They will identify similarities and differences in the way festivals are celebrated within and between religions and explore and suggest ideas about what is worth celebrating and remembering in religious communities and in their own lives.

What can we learn from religions about what is right and wrong?

Pupils will give examples of rules for living from religions and suggest ways in which they might help believers with difficult decisions and make connections between stories of temptation and why people can find it difficult to be good. They will be able to give examples of ways in which some inspirational people have been guided by their religion and discuss their own and others’ ideas about how people decide right and wrong.
	EXPRESSING 

HINDUISM 

What does it mean to be a Hindu in Britain today?

Pupils will describe some examples of what Hindus do to show their faith, and make connections with some Hindu beliefs and teachings about aims and duties in life. They will describe some ways in which Hindus express their faith through puja, aarti and bhajans (A2) and will suggest at least two reasons why being a Hindu is a good thing in Britain today, and two reasons why it might be hard sometimes. Pupils will discuss links between the actions of Hindus in helping others and ways in which people of other faiths and beliefs, including pupils themselves, help others.
