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WORK ACTIVITY OR ENVIRONMENT
Every setting should review and update the current risk assessment by building on the learning to date and the practices already developed. Consider additional risks and control measures to enable a return to full capacity in the autumn term. The assessment should directly address risks associated with coronavirus (COVID-19), so that sensible measures can be put in place to control those risks for children, contractors, visitors and staff. Employers have a duty to involve employees on health and safety as they are best placed to understand the risks in individual settings. Risk assessments must be monitored to ensure the controls in place are effective and updated regularly in line with Government and DCC guidance, or when the controls of the risk assessment are no longer effective.

Schools should minimise the number of contacts that a pupil has during the school day as part of implementing the system of controls outlined below to reduce the risk of transmission. If schools follow the guidance set out here they can be confident they are managing risk effectively. While the aim is to have all pupils back at school in the autumn, every school will also need to update their emergency plan for the possibility of a local lockdown and how they will ensure continuity of education.

Early years settings are no longer required to keep children in small, consistent groups within settings. Settings should still consider how they can minimise mixing within settings e g. where they use different rooms for different age groups, keeping those groups apart as much as possible.  Other protective measure must remain in place. Early years settings are on average much smaller than schools, allowing a less restrictive approach to mixing within settings than schools. Not mandatory but being asked to open more widely.

Steps that will usually be needed are:
Prevention: 
1) Minimise contact with individuals who are unwell by ensuring that those who have Coronavirus (COVID-19) symptoms, or who have someone in their household who does, do not attend school

2) Clean hands thoroughly more often than usual

3) Ensure good respiratory hygiene by promoting the ‘catch it, bin it, kill it’ approach

4) Introduce enhanced cleaning, including cleaning frequently touched surfaces often, using standard products such as detergents and disinfectants.
5) Minimise contact between individuals and maintain social distancing wherever possible

6) Where necessary, wear appropriate personal protective equipment (PPE)

Numbers 1 to 4 must be in place in all schools, all the time.

Number 5 must be properly considered and schools must put in place measures that suit their particular circumstances.

Number 6 applies in specific circumstances.

Response to any infection: 
7) Engage with the NHS Test and Trace process

8) Manage confirmed cases of Coronavirus (COVID-19) amongst the school community

9) Contain any outbreak by following local health protection team advice

Numbers 7 to 9 must be followed in every case where they are relevant.
Schools should ensure that all premises are regularly inspected and all checks are undertaken at the prescribed intervals, e.g. displaying posters is to be encouraged throughout the premises. Policies and procedures should be reviewed due to the Coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic e.g. emergency procedures, first aid, infection control, behavioural and school culture.

Ensure colleagues are involved in the completion of the risk assessment prior to opening. 

Consult with Trade Union Health and Safety Representatives as required by the law, prior to opening. 
Update the schools’ Equality Impact Assessment accordingly. 
Note: Individual risk assessments must be carried out for students and staff who have individual needs such as disability or new and expectant mothers. Assessments should also be conducted when students or staff return to school after injury, illness or accident. 
If a person becomes unwell during the day, please refer to:  covid-19-stay-at-home-guidance 
Coronavirus covid-19 getting tested
Principles of cleaning after a case has left the setting or area:  Covid-19 decontamination in non-healthcare settings
Attendance: Those with symptoms or who have tested positive for COVID-19 within the last 7 days should not attend any setting and are required to self-isolate for 14 days. Shielding advice for adults and children will pause on 1st August, subject to a continued decline in the rates of transmission for coronavirus (COVID-19). This means that even the small number of pupils who will remain on the shielded patient list can also return to school, as can those who have family members who are shielding. Guidance on shielding and protecting extremely vulnerable persons from covid-19. Where the child, young person, visitor, contractor or staff member tests positive, test and trace will be instigated. Derby City Council Public Health Team will provide advice.

	Staff or pupils symptomatic with COVID-19.
	Staff and pupils.  Reduced infection control which may result in the spread of COVID-19.

	Any member of staff/pupils who have symptoms of COVID-19 will have to self-isolate for 7 days and will not be allowed on school premises. All other household members who remain well must stay at home and not leave the house for 14 days. The period starts from the day when the first person in the household became ill. Individuals should book a coronavirus test or order by phone via NHS 119 (new number). If the test is positive, then test and trace will be instigated.  
The school will follow current Foreign and Commonwealth Office (FCO) guidance on foreign travel and returning to the UK.

Where a COVID-19 infection is ‘likely’ to have been contracted through work activities this requires reporting under RIDDOR.

	Staff travelling to work.
Staff using staff car park.

	Staff, visitors and contractors.

Reduced infection control which may result in spread of COVID-19.

	· Staff are encouraged to walk to work.  
· If public transport is used a face covering must be worn unless exempt for health, disability or other reasons (list of face covering exemptions) 
· Staff to avoid travelling with anyone outside their support bubble, as in Coronavirus covid-19 safer travel guidance for passengers
· Staff will take it in turn to get in or out of their vehicle if arriving at the same time and parking next to each other.
· Additional carpark to be used – access via Oak Drive, to remove congestion points in the carpark on Holbrook Road.
	
	

	General safety on school premises.

	Staff and pupils.
Reduced infection control which may result in spread of COVID-19.

	· Robust hand and respiratory hygiene should be in place to help prevent the spread of coronavirus. Clean hands thoroughly and more often than usual ensuring ample hand washing stations/hand sanitiser is available.
· COSHH assessment is completed and fire risk assessment updated to take into account increased flammability risk.

· Good respiratory hygiene is promoting by the ‘catch it, bin it, kill it’ approach. The school has enough tissues and extra bins to support pupils and staff to follow routines and for additional waste i.e. face coverings and PPE. Bins will be emptied as appropriate,to avoid overflowing. Staff will support younger children and those with complex needs. 

· Staff / pupils not required to wear face-masks in primary schools, at present, however if staff wish to wear a face covering, that is acceptable. If a parent wishes for their child to wear the face covering, this will be permitted.  This will be reviewed in line with government guidance. 

· Implement a process for staff and pupils who wear face coverings on arrival at school, i.e. not to touch the front of the face covering during use and on removal. Wash hands immediately on arrival, dispose of temporary face covering in covered bin or place reusable face covering in plastic bag they can take home for washing, wash their hands again before heading to the classroom. Safe working in education childcare and children’s social care 
· A considerable amount of time has been planned in September to ensure all pupils understand the new rules in keeping safe, and that this is now part of how school operates, extra support for pupils with additional needs. 
· Use one-way systems within and around the site and follow the advice on all signage and floor markings.  
· Site manager will ensure good ventilation throughout the school i.e. open windows early in morning.
· Site manager will ensure all air conditioning and air cooling systems are set to follow the appropriate guidance. Please refer to HSE guidance - https://www.hse.gov.uk/coronavirus/equipment-and-machinery/air-conditioning-and-ventilation.htm
· School has not planned any educational visits abroad or overnight.
· The staying covid-19 secure in 2020 notice is displayed to show that we have complied with the guidance on managing the risk of coronavirus (COVID-19).
· Ensure social distancing is in place in the school office.

· Teachers must wait outside the school office or use the reception hatch when requiring assistance from the office.

· Rearrange furniture to avoid face-to-face contact.
· Good housekeeping measures are in place.
· Good standards of cleaning to continue, within the school office as in the rest of the school.

· Equipment not to be shared between office staff
	
	Pupils with complex needs will be reminded and observed in hand-washing and other hygiene measures to ensure correct procedures are followed. 
Provide information and instruction on the safe use of hand sanitiser. 

If staff wish to wear a face covering, parents will be informed that some staff are choosing this option of wearing PPE. 

After school clubs can resume keeping children in bubbles/groups, where possible if not small consistent groups.  This is not to take place until after robust reviews during the first half-term. 
Government advice - those who can work from home to do so. School leaders will look at what is feasible and appropriate.
Office desks rearranged to enable staff to work in a safe manner – not face-to-face. 

Teaching staff are not to enter the school office. 

	Deliveries and collections.

	Staff, visitors. 

To reduce the transmission through contact with objects that come into the workplace e.g. post-delivery.
	· All goods and merchandise entering the site will be cleaned as necessary.
· Increase handwashing for workers handling goods and merchandise. Hand sanitisers are available around school.

· Pick-up and drop-off collection points are only at the front of the school site and only office staff / site manager to deal with this. Delivery staff to follow the signage and markings.
· Reduce frequency of deliveries - order less often.
	
	

	Visitors to site.
Supply teachers, agency, support staff who work between schools. Peripatetic teachers i.e. sports coaches, those engaged to deliver after school clubs. 


	Staff, pupils, parents/guardians, visitors and contractors.

Reduced infection control which may result in spread of COVID-19

	· People will only be allowed on site with an appointment etc.
· Parents and visitors are restricted to site. Only parents and visitors with prearranged appointments are allowed on site.

· Contractors will only attend out of school hours.  
· All visitors must sign the COVID-19 form with contact details (form to be destroyed after 21 days.) Visitors are asked if they have any symptoms or had contact with anyone who has symptoms of COVID-19, before they arrive on site.  
· Safe deployment of supply, peripatetic teachers and temporary staff ensuring they can move between schools minimising contact and maintaining as much social distance as possible from other staff/pupils.  No agency staff used. 
1. minimise the number of supply staff to the school.

2. comply with school’s arrangements for managing and minimising risk, maintain distance from other staff and pupils

3. restrict crossing of groups.
	
	


	Drop off /pick up, start and finish times.

	Staff, pupils, parents/guardians, visitors and contractors.

Reduced infection control which may result in spread of COVID-19

	· Staggering start or adjusting start and finish times to keep groups/bubbles apart as they arrive and leave school.

· Arrangements for school days, drop off/pick up are communicated to staff, pupils and parents/guardians in advance of the process that has been agreed for drop off and pick up, including standing 2m distances at the school gates and for parents/guardians not to come on to site without an appointment. It is not allowed. 

· Only one parent/guardian attends the school.

· Direct access/egress to site and pupils’ classrooms are communicated to pupils, parents/guardians before arrival to the site e.g. final emergency exits.
· Staff will take the children out onto the playground at staggered times for collection and will bring them in from the playground in the morning too. 
· Use one-way systems around the site. Signage and floor markings installed.  
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	Use of cloakroom/toilet areas.

	Staff and pupils.
Reduced infection control which may result in spread of COVID-19

	· Regular hand cleaning should be encouraged when entering/exiting the classrooms, when arriving and leaving school, when returning from each break time, when in changing rooms and before/after eating. 
· Staff and pupils should be encouraged to check their hands regularly for dryness due to excessive handwashing.

· Build routines into school culture supported by behaviour expectations and help ensure younger children and those with complex needs understand the need to follow them, e.g. help to clean their hands proplerly. Skin friendly cleaning wipes can be used as an alternative.
· If you haven’t got enough hand wash stations, ensure additional pop up hand washing and/or hand sanitiser stations throughout the school to enhance handwashing.  
· Supervise the hand sanitiser stations given the risks around ingestion.

· Never use bars of soap.
· Keep bubbles/groups separate when using the washrooms, i.e. limit the number of pupils using the facilities at any one time.

· Teacher or a member of staff to supervise toilet usage and inform cleaning staff of any issues. (See cleaning hazard and controls.) 

	
	

	Use of classrooms/ corridors.


	Staff, pupils, visitors and contractors.

Reduced infection control which may result in spread of COVID-19

	· School registers will be the school record for pupils and staff in each bubble/group and any close contact that takes place between staff and pupils in another bubble/ group.  
· Teachers and other staff can operate across different classes and year groups in order to facilitate the delivery of the school timetable. Where staff need to move between classes and year groups, they should try and keep their distance from pupils and other staff as much as they can, ideally 2 metres from other adults. Teachers can still work across groups if that is needed to enable a full educational offer.

· Reduce the number of contacts (between children and staff) and maximise distancing between those in school wherever possible and minimise potential for contamination, so far as is reasonably practicable. This will (as much as possible) include:

1. grouping children together i.e. in bubbles/groups for younger children 
2. avoiding contact between bubbles/groups. They should be kept away from each other where possible.  
3. arranging classrooms with forward facing desks or side by side. Remove unnecessary furniture to provide more room.
4. avoid face to face contact and minimise time spent within 1 metre of anyone. This is not always possible with pupils who have complex needs or who need close contact care. Pupils education and care support should be provided as normal.
5. staff should try and maintain social distance from other pupils and staff as much as possible, ideally 2 metres from pupils and other adults (learning mentor and those doing PPA)
6. where possible children should be supported to maintain social distance and not touch staff or their peers.
· Where possible pupils remain in the same classroom throughout the day. School will, where possible, limit the interaction with sharing classrooms and social spaces. 
· Keep movement around site to a minimum. Brief passing in the corridor or playground is low risk. Avoid creating busy corridors and lunch times.
· Current Government advice is no contact sports during physical activity.
	
	Secondary school bubble/groups for key stage 4 and 5. Could be the size of the year group, but if they can be achieved with smaller groups, it is recommended.
In primary school and younger years and at secondary school (key stage 3) smaller groups can be implemented in full class size.

Specialist teaching, transport will allow mixing into wider groups. Keep these groups at least partially separate to minimise contacts



	Sharing class resources/equipment including outdoor play. 


	Staff, pupils, visitors and contractors.

Reduced infection control which may result in spread of COVID-19

	· For individual and very frequently used equipment e.g. pens and pencils, staff and pupils must have their own items that are not shared.

· Pupils will be asked to minimise the amount of essential equipment bought into school e.g. lunch boxes, hats, coats and stationery.
· Classroom based resources, such as books and games, can be use and shared in a ‘group/bubble’. These should be cleaned regularly.

· Shared resources between groups/bubbles i.e. playground equipment, sports, art and science equipment should be cleaned frequently and meticulously and always between bubbles/groups. Shared resources can be rotated to allow them to be left unused and out of reach for a period of 48 hours (72 hours for plastics) between use by different bubbles/groups.

· Only allow one bubble/group within an outside area any one time.
· Pupils and teachers can take books and other shared resources home, although unnecessary sharing should be avoided. 

· Hand washing, cleaning of the resources and rotation should apply to these resources.
· Remove difficult to clean items form the classroom i.e. soft toys, furnishings, plasticene and small intricate items. 

	
	

	Sports lessons – contact sports, sharing of sports equipment.

	Staff, pupils, visitors and contractors.

Reduced infection control which may result in spread of COVID-19

	Controls to be put in place for sports lessons: - 
· Kept in consistent groups. 

· Thoroughly cleaning equipment between use by different individual groups. 

· Contact sports avoided.  

· Outdoor sports priorities. Large indoor spaces used when not – maximise distance between pupils, paying attention to cleaning and hygiene.  

· Can work with external coaches, clubs and organisations for curricular and extra-curricular if safe to do so and all risk assessment criteria followed. 

	
	

	Music lessons – singing, shouting, chanting, playing instruments (wind or brass.)
	Staff, pupils, visitors. To minimise the risk of transmission whilst pupils are playing instruments (wind or brass) or singing/ chanting/ shouting in small groups such as in music lessons.

	· Physical distancing and playing outside whenever possible, limiting the group sizes to no more than 15. Position pupils back to back or side to side, avoiding sharing of instruments. Take particular care with the positioning of instruments with lateral transmission such as flutes. Fix bubbles/groups to reduce contacts.
· Ensure adequate ventilation.
Singing, wind and brass playing (high risk activities due to potential for aerosol productions) should not take place in larger groups such as school choirs and ensembles or school assemblies.  

	
	

	Social distancing not being carried out at break/lunch times.

	Staff, pupils, visitors and contractors

Reduced infection control which may result in spread of COVID-19

	· Staggered breaks and lunch times to maintain and prevent bubbles/groups mixing. Have flexibility on the length of break/lunch. Have dedicated areas if more than one bubble/group is on the same break/lunch time.
· Pupils should be reminded not to touch their mouth and eyes and to wash hands before/after eating/drinking and at break times. Hand cleaning facilities are available upon entering and exiting the dining area.
· Pupils will be supervised by staff to ensure they wash hands before and after lunch. 
· Arrangements for ‘wet breaks’ – pupils will eat dinner in classes / shared areas during wet lunch-times. 
· Y3 and Y4 in hall at straddled times, Y5 and Y6 in classes and shared area and courtyard / grass areas when weather allows. 
· Clean surfaces in all dining areas i.e. tables between each bubble/group and after lunch time has finished.
· Packed lunches only to be served for the Autumn term. This will be reviewed as kitchen canopy is repaired by LA. 
· Communication with catering provider ongoing and reviewed weekly to ensure risk assessment compliance. 
	
	

	Carrying out first aid – fleeting contact under 15 minutes.
	First aider, person being treated by the first aider.  

	· No PPE is required for fleeting contact i.e. applying a plaster to a graze other than good hand washing.
	
	

	Prolonged first aid contact lasting longer than 15 minutes.

	First aider, person being treated by the first aider.  (Carrying out first aid may require the social distancing rule to be broken.)

This activity requires the social distancing rule to be broken. This could lead to either person involved in becoming infected with COVID-19 through close contact with an asymptomatic carrier, transmitting the virus through bodily fluids or respiratory droplets entering the person’s eyes, nose or mouth.

The first aider may have an allergic reaction to latex gloves.
	· A first aider will NOT be treating a person who has the symptoms of COVID-19 as specified by the NHS and Government unless it’s a life threatening condition. Use St John’s ambulance guidance (link at end of document.)
· If a child presents symptoms of COVID-19 they will be isolated in a separate room behind a closed door. Window will be open for ventilation. PPE must only be worn (correctly donning) by staff caring for the child while they await collection. PPE will include latex disposable gloves, a disposable apron and a fluid-resistant surgical face mask/visor. If there is a risk of splashing to the eyes, e.g. from coughing, spitting, or vomiting, then eye protection should also be worn - visor.
· Following any contact with an unwell person, staff/first aider must wash their hands for at least 20 seconds with soap and running water. The member of staff does not need to self-isolate, only do if case is confirmed by test and trace. The area around the unwell person must be cleaned with normal household disinfectant after they have left to reduce the risk of passing the infection on to other people (refer to cleaning section below.) Parents called to collect child. Parents will be advised to ensure their child undertakes a COVID-19 test. If positive result/out-break, the school must contact the local health protection team for advice and guidance. 
· The school’s First Aid Policy/procedure has been reviewed and include COVID-19.

· Once the school is notified of the results appropriate action will be taken. If it is negative the person can return to site, unless they are unwell with other symptoms. If positive they must follow the ‘stay at home: guidance for households with possible or confirmed coronavirus (COVID-19) infection.’  
· If the use of a bathroom is required while waiting to be collected, the child will use the toilet next to staffroom. A label will be placed on the door so that no-one else uses it until it has been cleaned.  The washroom must be cleaned and disinfected using standard cleaning products before being used by anyone else. Refer to cleaning section below. 
· After first aid treatment is given and cleaning has been completed the first aider will wash their hands with soap and water for at least 20 seconds before commencing any further work.

· There is a dedicated room for first aid that will be used solely for first aid treatment to help prevent bodily fluids contaminating other parts of the building. (Class 14)
· Ensure aprons, nitrile/latex disposable gloves, splash resistant goggles and surgical face masks that conform to BS EN 14683:2019 Type IIR are procured. These are procured through the school’s normal supply chain, should this fail they may be able to be procured from the local resilience forum (LRF.)
· School has ordered adequate stocks of PPE and first aid provisions. 
	
	

	Providing social care including the administration of medicines.
	Member of staff providing social care. Injury, violence and aggression.
	· The staff member providing the personal care will wash hands thoroughly before and after providing personal care, using soap and water for at least 20 seconds. Use alcohol-based hand sanitiser if soap and water is not available.
· Review SEND plan for medicines management. 

· Hand washing posters have been installed above sinks to give information on good hand washing techniques.

· Where a child, already have routine intimate care needs, they will continue to receive their care as described in their care plan in the same way, using  same PPE, i.e. fluid repellant masks, should be continued if necessary.  Safe working in education, childcare and children’s social care
· If a child becomes unwell with symptoms of Coronavirus and needs direct personal care until they can return home, a fluid-resistant surgical face mask will be worn by the supervising adult if social distancing cannot be maintained. The surgical masks used conform to BS EN 14683:2019 Type IIR.

· After using the face masks, aprons and gloves they will be correctly doffed and placed straight into a double bag and the bags tied. The bags will then be stored in a locked room (back of the blue room),  for 72 hours before putting them into the external waste skip/bin.


	
	

	Social distancing not being carried out during the use of staff welfare facilities.
	Staff, pupils, visitors and contractors.
Reduced infection control which may result in spread of COVID-19
	· Staff spaces to be set up and used to help staff social distance from each other. 
· Resource room has been reorganised to enable social distancing for individual and group meetings.
· Stagger break times to reduce numbers in staff room.
· Use of signs to inform of hand washing prior to entering/leaving/using facilities. 

· Don’t share cutlery or cups – use own, wash at home overnight. No cutlery or cups to be left in sink.
· Reusable sponges are removed.
· Water fountains turned off. 

	
	

	Social distancing not being carried out during catering provision.
	Staff, /catering staff from external

company,

pupils, visitors and contractors.
Reduced infection control which may result in spread of COVID-19.
	· Robust communication links with catering provider. Meeting in preparation of re-opening to confirm operational controls.
· Hand cleaning facilities to be available upon entering and when leaving dining room.
· Good hygiene practice, for anyone handling food. Hands to be washed with soap and water for at least 20 seconds before doing so.
· Confirm how pupils will receive their meals. Support staff to collect and distribute packed lunches from kitchen to pupils in their year groups.   
· Checks will be made that all pupils’ food allergy information is up to date – teachers to collate this information on the first week back. 
· Delivery arrangements for meals if not cooked on site to maintain social distancing. Service collection arrangements for containers (communication with provider.)
· Staffing required to extend service times (internal and external staffing.) Mrs Whitehead to oversee mid-days in classrooms and supervise cleaning of rooms. 
· Increase the frequency of cleaning after each bubble/ group, clearing of the dining room following service and frequently hand touched surfaces including equipment used and the cleaning of that equipment including chairs, tables and door handles.  Only Y3 and Y4 to use dining hall initially. 
· Plates, cutlery and glasses should be handwashed in hot soapy water or washed with detergent in a dishwasher rated for disinfection.
· Training required for mid-day supervisors – on first week back. Additional protective equipment is in place (Gloves/aprons)
· For deliveries refer to the school office/kitchen deliveries section above.

	
	Comply with guidance for good businesses on Coronavirus. Kitchens to be fully open in autumn.  

Food business operators should continue to follow the Food Standard Agency’s (FSA) guidance on good hygiene practices in food preparation, Hazard Analysis and Critical Control Point (HACCP) processes, and preventative practices (pre-requisite programmes (PRPs.)


	Large gatherings i.e. assemblies and collective worship.
	Staff and pupils.
Reduced infection control which may result in spread of COVID-19.
	· Keeping bubbles/groups apart i.e. assemblies/collective worships. No assemblies in hall  - teachers to do these in the classrooms. 
· Head/teaching staff addresses individual bubbles/groups within their classroom.


	
	

	Cleaning.
	Staff.  Reduced infection control which may result in spread of COVID-19.
	· Enhanced frequency of cleaning throughout the building.
· More frequently cleaning of rooms/shared areas that are used by different groups.
· Extra attention to be given to frequently hand touched areas and surfaces being cleaned more often than normal e.g. doors handles, table tops/work surfaces, toilets, taps, door handles, elevator buttons, phones, light switches, door fobs/key pads, grab rails or any surface or item which is designed to be or has a high likelihood of being touched.
· Different groups have got their own toilet blocks and toilets are cleaned regularly and pupils must be encouraged to clean their hands thoroughly after using the toilet
·  Paper hand towels and hand wash are to be checked and replaced as needed by the Site Manager and cleaning staff.

· Enhance the cleaning regimes for toilet facilities particularly door handles, locks and the toilet flush, etc.

· Only cleaning products supplied by the school are to be used.

· Please refer to the school’s COSHH assessments for further control measures in relation to cleaning chemicals used. COVID-19 audit has been completed that gave assurance of correct usage. 
· PPE required for cleaning will be identified in the outcome of the COSHH assessments conducted for cleaning products/chemicals used.

· Bin liners should be used in all bins and waste bins should be emptied into the external waste bin/skip.
· Dispose of extra cleaning waste as normal in ‘black bag’ waste bin.
· Pedal bins only in use. 
	
	

	Cleaning after a suspected COVID-19 case.
	Staff.  Reduced infection control which may result in spread of COVID-19.
	If you’re managing a suspected or confirmed outbreak of coronavirus follow the guidance on cleaning non-healthcare settings. Use PPE when cleaning after a suspected case.
1. hard surfaces to be cleaned with soap and water prior to disinfecting.

2. disinfecting should be performed using either a combined detergent disinfectant solution at a dilution of 1000 parts per million (ppm) available chlorine (av.cl.) or a household detergent followed by disinfection (1000 ppm av.cl.).  Follow manufacturer’s instructions, application and contact times for all detergents and disinfectants.
3. if an alternative disinfectant is used ensure that it is effective against enveloped viruses.

4. rinse googles and visor with clean water after being disinfected.
5. use chlorine in tablet form so that it is easier to calculate dilution. New batches of solution must be made up each morning.
6. personal waste and waste from cleaning areas i.e. PPE, cloths, tissues, should be doubled bagged in plastic rubbish bags, tied and stored safely until individual test results are known or after at last 72 hours.

	· General maintenance/contracted work is carried out by appointment only. See lone working risk assessment.

· Social distancing is maintained throughout working procedures.
· Any documentation required is sent/received prior to the contractor arriving on site.

· Safe systems of work/risk assessment, which include COVID-19 control measures (social distancing, hygiene) are received and agreed by the school before work commences.
· The school’s risk assessment is shared with contractors. 

· Contractors’ details are logged to enable participation in ‘Track and Trace’. 
	
	

	Emergency procedures.

	· Current fire risk assessment reviewed taking into account the new COVID-19 measures. 

· Update emergency evacuation procedures (separating bubble/groups where possible at assembly point) are communicated to all persons on site. In an emergency, risk to life takes precedence. In an emergency situation evacuate premises by nearest safest exit. 

· Staff, visitors and contractors social distance at assembly areas (2m separation) as far as is reasonably practicable.

	· Pupils are encouraged to cycle or walk to school.

· Adopt social distancing of 2 metres from people outside your household or support bubble, or 1 metre plus where this is not possible. This will not apply from the autumn term on dedicated transport.

· Some pupils no longer require shielding but remain under the care of the specialist health professional. Prior to returning to school discussions should take place or remote access to education provided.
