Maths
We will be focusing on our Times Tables Knowledge and building on the skills from year 3.  We will be using our place value knowledge to help us work out a variety of addition and subtraction as well as multiplication and division problems using the mastery maths approach. We will also be looking at perimeter in Measurement.      

Times Tables – Children are expected to know their timetables up to 12 x 12. We will be practicing daily in preparation for our Multiplication Times Table Check in May 2024.

Curriculum Overview


Geography – Longitude and Latitude[image: ]

We will looking at lines of latitude and longitude and how these help us in our understanding of various zones of our Earth.




PSHE - Pupils will give examples of people or things that might influence someone to take risks (e.g. friends, peers, media, celebrities), but that people have choices about whether they take risks. Pupils will be able to say a few of the risks of smoking or drinking alcohol on a person’s body and give reasons for why most people choose not to smoke, or drink too much alcohol.

Computing & E-Safety - For computing, we will be learning about online bullying and photo-editing. Pupils will use a text-based programming language to explore count-controlled loops when drawing shapes.
French – Pupils will learn and use the French for ‘I am, I have and I live, name the six periods of ancient Britain introduced in chronological order, be able to say the three types of people who live in Ancient Britain, tell somebody in French the three key hunting tools used, name the three types of dwelling used.
