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Shared Reading – Our Shared Reading book this half term will be Shakespeare’s A Midsummer 
Night’s Dream. The comedy play is set in 
Athens, and consists of several
subplots that revolve around the 
marriage of Theseus and Hippolyta.



Writing – This term, we will be learning to write a formal letter of application, write a narrative focusing on dialogue and revisit writing third person stories set in another culture.

The children will explore these different forms of writing, looking at their features and usual grammatical aspects. We will practise writing different subordinate clauses in our writing, using our colourful Rainbow Grammar approach to grammar.

Spellings – We will continue to follow the Sounds and Syllables scheme of work for spellings. Please see the separate sheet for the spelling units for Spring 1. This will also be available on Class Dojo.
