	Guidance

	Children and young people across the country have experienced unprecedented disruption to their education as a result of coronavirus (COVID-19). Those from the most vulnerable and disadvantaged backgrounds will be among those hardest hit. The aggregate impact of lost time in education will be substantial, and the scale of our response must match the scale of the challenge.

Schools’ allocations will be calculated on a per pupil basis, providing each mainstream school with a total of £80 for each pupil in years reception through to 11.

As the catch-up premium has been designed to mitigate the effects of the unique disruption caused by coronavirus (COVID-19), the grant will only be available for the 2020 to 2021 academic year. It will not be added to schools’ baselines in calculating future years’ funding allocations.

	Use of Funds
	EEF Recommendations

	Schools should use this funding for specific activities to support their pupils to catch up for lost teaching over the previous months, in line with the guidance on curriculum expectations for the next academic year.
Schools have the flexibility to spend their funding in the best way for their cohort and circumstances.
To support schools to make the best use of this funding, the Education Endowment Foundation (EEF) has published a coronavirus (COVID-19) support guide for schools with evidence-based approaches to catch up for all students. Schools should use this document to help them direct their additional funding in the most effective way.

	Identified impact of lockdown

	Attendance
	There has been a considerable effort placed in getting all pupils back into school even now. Some parents have been anxious about sending their children back to school and attendance plans have had to be drawn up. EWO involvement has been high. 

	
Maths
	Where children have missed units of work and where there was varied interaction with the home learning provided during the national lockdowns, children do not have the level of deep learning and understanding of processes that we would expect them to have for their chronological age. Specific content has been missed, leading to gaps in learning and stalled sequencing of journeys. Recall of basic skills– children are not secure in the fluent recall of addition facts and times tables and previously taught calculation strategies need to be revisited. Maths was one of the more difficult subjects for parents to support.


	
Writing
	Children have missed ‘units’ of learning in the same way as Maths, however they have lost essential practising of writing skills; stamina for writing has been significantly diminished. During the time spent away from school, many children lost connectivity with peers and teachers and, alongside this, the motivation to engage with the writing process. The children have also not been practising the ‘basics’ at home, so there are gaps in the children’s understanding and application of spelling and grammar rules. This further inhibits the children’s ability to write with ease.


	
Reading
	During the time spent away from school, many children have had restricted access to quality texts which encourage engagement and a love of reading. Some children have spent a limited amount of time reading and have not had the opportunity to explore a text in a way which develops their understanding. In some cases, retention of phonic knowledge has been negatively impacted and, as a result, fluency in reading has slowed. 
 

	
Non-core
	The wider curriculum has also suffered. There are now gaps in knowledge – units of work have not been taught meaning that children are less able to access pre-requisite knowledge when learning something new and they are less likely to make connections between concepts and themes throughout the curriculum. Therefore, it is important to consider the skills and knowledge that were not covered and plan and sequence the curriculum in such a way that the children’s learning in the wider curriculum can be supported effectively. 


	Emotional and Wellbeing
	Children’s experiences will have varied considerably. School is aware of many of the adverse experiences but the impact of these may not be seen initially. Although children’s return to school has been successful, it is important to stay vigilant and be prepared to support ongoing children’s emotional and mental wellbeing needs.
Some of our SEND pupils have raised SEMH issues and require additional support to address these areas. 


	Well-being
	During absences from school, there have been increased safeguarding concerns for particular families that have required considerable support; these pupils are needing additional emotional support in addition to the issues identified above.

Identified children will have significantly increased rates of reading fluency. They will be confident readers and dips in reading attainment will be targeted for additional support.

	Supporting parents and carers
