During the time spent away from school, many children have had restricted access to quality texts which encourage engagement and a love of reading. Some children have spent a limited amount of time reading and have not had the opportunity to explore a text in a way which develops their understanding. In some cases, retention of phonic knowledge has been negatively impacted and, as a result, fluency in reading has slowed. 

As a result, our school uses all of the funding from National Tutoring Program to support the pupils in their decoding skills and gaining fluency. We support our ‘Rising 20% ‘ with phonics and reading through our Reading Teacher and Reading HLTA as described below.

They will be able to comprehend reading better as a result of being able to read at pace without spending their working memory decoding. They will be confident readers and dips in reading attainment will be targeted for additional support.
